Thursday, April 20, 1876 at 9 o0o6cl ock t
Parsonage were burned. This would be the first big fire for the newly formed Live Oak
Fire Company. The Lutheran Church was originally the Methodist Church that was on
the corner of Church Street and Elyria Street. The church was moved to the corner of
School Street (Franklin Avenue) and West Street in late 1875. A new parsonage justto  Jim Welhelm
the west of the church on School Street was almost completed when the fire occurred,

however the Lutheran congregation never has a service in this church.

Water was hard to come by because cisterns were not yet placed throughout the town. The church did
have insurance on both buildings for $2,400 and a new church was built in its place. The fire was
believed to be caused by an incendiary.

The Genealogy Corner: # 53 Orville Manes

|| August NabakowskKi ||

August Nabakowski was born January N AL
6,1887 in Germany. He died May 21, Orville Manes
1955 and is buried in Ridge Hill
Cemetery. He married Florence Koepp
in 1910 and they had three children,
Esther, Milton and James. Florence
Koepp Nabakowski died in 1950.
Sometime later August married Edna
Branson.

August, commonly known as Gust,
founded the August Nabakowski Com-
panyin 1918. The company, that began &
a tinning and roofing industry, quickly
expanded to include the manufacturing of
various types of industrial equipment employing over 100 workers.

August, an Amherst businessman, was a meticulous craftsman as welllas
a distinguished civic minded resident of the community. His building Mr.& Mrs.Heney Harsar
was located on the west side of Milan Avenue directly across from the
Old Spring and he was responsible for the building of the present entranceBridesmaid is Mary Barricelli
to the Old Spring. He undertook this project during the early years of the
depression employing many of his workers to assist, so they could
remain in his employ.

In 1955 The Amherst Chamber of Commerce named August Nabakowski

AMan of the Year. o Walter Nord, in making the
in recognition of his business, church and service activities to the
community of Amherst.

The Nabakowski building was
located at 129 Milan Ave.

In 1968 the Amherst Council
approved a resolution to permit
Golden Age Housing in Amherst.

In 1970 the Albright Terrace

Apartments were built on the

former site of the Nabakowski
Company. The apartments, owned
by the Lorain Metropolitan
Housing Authority remain in place
to date.

The Ten Demandments was an

advertisement for A. Nabakowski
that appeared in the local
newspaper.
